PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

Education: IAU requires either evidence of an earned high
school diploma, General Educational Development (GED)
test, or the successful completion of 12 semester units
earned at an appropriately accredited postsecondary
institution or foreign equivalent. Exceptions may be made
on a case-by-case basis.

E videnc e of  E nglis h P rof ic ienc y: IAU requires writing
skills at the appropriate level. Proficiency in reading,
writing, speaking, and understanding English is
essential to your success at IAU. If English is not the
applicant’s native language, or if an applicant has not
had their secondary education taught in English, they
will be required to provide proof of English Proficiency.
Since classes are taught in English, an applicant must
demonstrate their ability to read, write and speak
English.
